grunthunt 7 | supplemental rules :: challenges 
:: publicity stunts
After the Hunters rescue the reporters trapped in The Gargantuan News office, the reporters mention the idea of the heroes becoming the city’s new champions. All they would need to effectively compete against the other teams is good public relations, something the press could certainly help out with. All these reporters would need to do that is to be at the heart of the media sensation.. as well as be the first ones with the story. In exchange for the scoop, they’d see about what they could do to help out the heroes with their competition.
1. If Hunters perform Publicity Stunts (Challenges), they net Articles (currency) written about them by The Gargantuan Press. Accruing enough articles gains them access to certain Media Favors (Bennies), depending on what type of article was written about them.
2. Teams have access to certain Publicity Stunts depending on what Sidekick types are represented in their team (as determined at registration from the initial Sidekick Deck and modified through gameplay). Certain Publicity Stunts require the execution of the Challenge by a specific Team Member. Others require interaction between teams.
3. Each Publicity Stunt nets a team 3 Articles (sometimes 2 but possibly expandable to 4) that they get as a Blind Draw - they select at random which of the two types of articles they are awarded. 
4. Only 7 Publicity Stunts can be done, total.

:: public opinion poll
Upon completion of a Publicity Stunt (Challenge), a Public Opinion Poll takes place to determine if the team is comprised of Sidekick types that the public currently favors. 
1. Three cards are drawn from the Sidekick Deck. The Sidekick Deck is an expanded version of its previous incarnation in that there are a total of 7 cards (as opposed to the 5 at the time of registration).
2. Should all three types drawn match the types the team represents, they are awarded an extra article of their choosing (ie; not a Blind Draw), bringing the maximum number of articles to be awarded up to a possible 5 in total.
:: media favors
1. Bennies in this hunt are represented by 2 kinds of articles: editorials and news.

2. To purchase a media favor, you must expend the indicated number of editorials and/or news articles.

3. Media Favors are described below (E indicates editorials, N indicates ‘news’, and A indicates either of the two types of articles) : 

· WORD ON THE STREET
Find out what the average Joe is talking about – it can possibly help you out.
(Receive 1 free Hint :: 5A)

· PRESS RELEASE
Issue an announcement to set things straight despite what may have happened.
(Receive 1 Freebie/Standard Penalty negation :: 3A)

· INSIDER INFORMATION
Discover the hidden truths from inside sources that won’t reveal their identities.
(Receive 1 free Solution :: 5E + 5N)

· DIG UP SOME DIRT
Utilizing some ‘investigative reporting’, confront your opponents with the ugly truth.
(Force an answer out of an opposing team; the other team has 1min to submit an answer or they automatically receive a penalty :: 2A)

· TABLOID SENSATION
Damage another team’s reputation by leaking unflattering news to the tabloids. 
(Force a standard penalty on another team :: 3A)

· MEDIA CIRCUS
Ruin another team’s PR by leaking sensationalistic news to the press.
(Force a 250 point penalty on another team :: 5E)

· PRESS CONFERENCE
Gather people around to let them officially know what the deal is. 
(Negate Media Circus penalty/remove Public Scrutiny from any team; 
does not confer freebie bonus :: 5N)

· PUBLIC SCRUTINY
Throw a team into the media spotlight so that no act they commit goes unnoticed.
(While under Public Scrutiny, gain +10 Bonus points for each correct answer but also gain an additional -20 for wrong answer penalties :: 3E + 3N)

· CLASSIFIED AD
Increase your team effectiveness by seeking another hero to join your ranks. 
(Recruit another Sidekick card for the Public Opinion Poll/wider Challenge selection :: 1E + 1N)
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
